DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES:  Responsible for the administration and management of the MCCS Facilities and Maintenance electrical systems, controls, and fixtures.  Responsible for installation, maintenance and repair of a variety of electrical systems, controls, and fixtures.  To include facility and maintenance repair projects, renovations, minor construction, budgeting, contract and bid proposals, facility planning, project planning, design contracting, project administration, control, repair and maintenance of equipment in support of activities.  Responsible for overseeing, and inspecting all electrical installation and electrical repair within buildings and outdoor facilities. 

Must have extensive knowledge of the operation, and installation of a variety of complete electrical systems and equipment.  Must have the ability to perform standard and non-standard industrial applications.  Must possess knowledge of shop mathematics and formulas common to the trade.  Must have the ability to interpret and apply plan specifications, blueprints, sketches, schematics, and wiring diagrams.  Must have knowledge of the National Electrical Code.  

Must be skilled in the use of hand tools and test equipment typically used for the electrical trade.  Must have knowledge of the various gauges, sizes and types of wire, conduit, couplings, fittings, relays, boxes and other electrical devises typical to the electrical trade.

Plan, organizes work, and manages internal procedures and resources to ensure maximum productivity and economies.  Monitors programs on a regular basis, and initiates corrective action to ensure support of operating programs of MCCS.  Manages new property resources and may provide direction on facility renovations and improvements.  Effectively supports the Marine Corps Equal Employment Opportunity and Sexual Harassment policies, and ensures compliance with fire, safety, and other environmental issues and programs.  Maintains and enforces security of funds, merchandise, supplies and equipment to preclude or minimize the potential for fraud, waste and abuse.
The work involves prolonged standing, bending, stooping, physical exertion, kneeling and other uncomfortable and tiring positions.  Frequently is required to work on parts of equipment that are located in hard to reach places.  Regularly lifts, moves, and carries light to heavy weight objects.  Handles a variety of tools, material and equipment.  Climbs ladders and may perform work from scaffolds or high places.

Provides World Class Customer Service with an emphasis on courtesy. Assists customers and communicates positively in a friendly manner.  Takes action to solve problems quickly.  Alerts the higher-level supervisor or proper point of contact for help when problems arise.  Adheres to safety regulations and standards.  Promptly reports any observed workplace hazards, and any injury, occupational illness, and/or property damage resulting from workplace mishaps to the immediate supervisor.  Adheres to established standards of actively supporting the principles of the EEO program and prevention of sexual harassment.

MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS: A minimum of three years of experience that demonstrates knowledge and experience in applying the principles, methods, techniques and theories of Electrical and Electricity Maintenance Management  to oversee the facilities and maintenance functions.  Knowledge of work methods and practices of various building trades.  Knowledge of pertinent safety, occupational health and environmental regulations.  Ability to communicate orally and in writing.  Knowledge of NAF policies and procedures preferred.  This is a mixed position where the incumbent must be able to lift and carry objects up to 45 lbs independently and objects over 45 lbs with assistance.
